Seed...pgl accepted the recommendation for the
specialty seed. Steve was told he would be doin
exceptional if he did as much as 150 bushels per ac
with this variety and should plan for consideralass.
He used the recommended rate, but as he does m
years, he set out to see if he could learn moretdie
rice crop and improve yields through experimentatio
with other variables.

Steve had five different fields plus a 40-acre
control. To keep variables to a minimum he used th
same program, only adding the enzyme based grow
stimulator RENEW and a small 2 Ibs/a application of
6-32-32 as a trigger. He used exactly the sam
fertilizer in each of the 6 plots with label ratesthe
NewPath herbicide to stop his red rice problem.

With seed at $20 a bag, he decided to play setd
rates.
